Matters Arising

Treasurer update: Vicky reported that Nat West has partly resolved the signatory issues. Vicky and

Alice can now sign however Tim is still not a signatory, despite completing the necessary forms.
Vicky has alerted Nat West, however a decision has been made not to go back with Tim to complete
all the paperwork as Vicky can manage with current arrangements. Vicky is now exploring other
banking options with the intention of leaving Nat West.

Vicky provided a financial report to members. Current balance is £3103.23. There are still some
outstanding invoices which need following up. Tim will write to Club treasurers if needed.

AEON insurance is due and Vicky will send a cheque.
Eric Craven has given Tim a £20 donation to the Hall in lieu of Phil Johnson mowing his paddock.

Fund Raising: The Jumble Sale in May made £266.60, and Alice has secured £24.15 from Cash for
Clothes making a total of £290.75. There are still items on the stage that Alice needs to take to a Car
Boot sale so it is possible we will exceed £300.



Nora has emailed as she is in need of help with various tasks on the
day. Members have offered to help but have not heard back from Nora. Charlie Jepherson has done
a plan of the layout, with people to nominate themselves for tasks/activities.
